Necessarily the Old Riddle: 
Necessary Connections and the Problem of Induction 

In my talk, I will investigate the question whether the ontological view that there are 
necessary connections has an influence on the resolvability of the problem of induction. 
The general idea I will criticise is that if we observed Fs to beGs, and there is a necessary 
connection between F-ness and G-ness, we are justified in inferring that future or unob­
served Fs will also beGs, since they simply could not be otherwise. I will argue that such 
attempts to justify induction by introducing necessary connections fail. We still need an 
ampliative inference of some sort to discover that there even exists a necessary connec­
tion that could warrant such a reduction. That inference again needs to be justified. 
Moreover, the proposed justification is only applicable for a small subset of inductive in­
ferences, if at all. 
The necessitarian strategy to solve the problem of induction seems to depend on an un­
necessarily strong reading of what a justification ofinduction could be. I will try to disen­
tangle the various extant accounts of what could count as a justification and argue that 
such a standard for justification as the necessitarians employ cannot be met.
